“This weekend is a solemn occasion to pay tribute to those who bravely gave their lives in service to our
community. Their legacy of courage and selflessness will forever be etched in our hearts and minds. It is a
sobering reminder of the dangers faced daily by first responders across our country and the incredible
sacrifices made in service of others,” said CAL FIRE Director and Fire Chief Joe Tyler.

As a mark of respect, the American flag will be lowered to half-staff on all Federal and CAL FIRE
buildings on Sunday, May 5th. The public is encouraged to join in this gesture of remembrance by lowering
their American flags on that day to honor the courageous individuals who sacrificed their lives in the line of
duty.
