Spatial distribution of habitat types within California is required for a variety of legislatively mandated
government functions. The California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection's Fire and Resource

Assessment Program, in cooperation with California Department of Fish and Wildlife's VegCAMP program
and extensive use of USDA Forest Service Region 5 Mapping and Remote Sensing (MARS) Laboratory

data, has compiled the "best available" land cover data available for California into a single comprehensive
statewide dataset. The data spans a period from approximately 1990 to 2022. The most current and

detailed data were collected for various regions of the state. Decision rules were developed that controlled
which layers were given priority in areas of overlap. Crosswalks were used to compile the various sources

into the common classification scheme, the California Wildlife Habitat Relationships system.

Vegetation differences from earlier FVEG versions may be due to vegetation component changes, but may
also be due to changes in mapping methods.
