The eNFIRS Monthly Incident Count Report shows each month’s incident count separated into valid and invalid columns for the current
year and the previous 2 years. To compare these totals with the OSFM Monthly Incident Count Report, the user should sum the valid

and invalid columns to find the total for each month.
