These new codes 
include prov1s1ons to improve the ign1t1on resistance of bu1ld1ngs_ especially from firebrands The updated very high fire 
hazard severity zones will be used by building officials for new building permits 1n LRA. The updated zones will also be 
used to 1denl1fy property whose owners must comply with natural hazards disclosure requirements at lime of property 
sale and 100 foot defensible space clearance It 1s likely that the fire hazard severity zones will be used for updates to 
the safety element of general plans.
